Lesson Plan:  Using FS Edit on the PAC mate

Performance Area:  Technology Skills

Population:  Functionally Blind students, grades 4-12th
Duration of Lesson: This lesson may require several technology sessions to complete.

Desired Outcome:   Student will independently open a blank FS Edit document, write text, save text and then close the program.

Measurable Criteria:  Given small group instruction, student will correctly open an FS Edit document, write a paragraph, save the document and close the program with 100% accuracy on 4 out of 5 attempts.  Technology teacher will assess this by synchronizing the PAC mate with a computer, opening the saved file and printing the document.

Pre-Requisite Skills:

1.  Know how to turn on and off the PAC mate

2. Know all the keys of the PAC mate

3. Know how to use the cursor cross

4. Know how to “enter” on the PAC mate

5. Know how to open and close a program on the PAC mate

6. Know how to write in Braille electronically using the PAC mate

7. Know how to use the Braille display

8. Know what a chord is

9. Know how to “tab” (dots 4-5 chord) through a menu

10. Know how to “shift-tab” (dots 1-2 chord) back through a menu

11. Conceptually understand how computer menu’s work

12. Know acceptable ways to write a title for the PAC mate

13. Know what the Today Screen is

Setting: Vision resource room within a school

Materials / Equipment:

1.  PAC mate that is fully charged

2. Cord for connecting the PAC mate to a computer

3. Computer with the Active Sync program

Procedure:


A.  Anticipatory Set:



1.  State that we are going to learn to learn and practice using FS Edit



2.  Review all the Pre-requisite skills



3.  Review what we did last session


B.  Approach: Verbally prompts (with physical prompts if needed) through the 


directions below:  



1.   Turn on the PAC mate.


2.  Press F6 to open FS Edit.


3. If it asks if you want a grade 2 translation, press dot 8 (“Enter”) for yes.


a. If FS Edit opens straight to a document that has already been 


started:


1. Get a new document by opening the File menu (press F2) 


and then “enter”

2. First thing you should hear is “New” which is first item on 


menu, press “Enter” and you will be given the choice 


of grade 2 translation which you press “Enter for yes.


4.   Braille your text.


5.  Open the File menu (press F2 and then press enter)


6.  Use the Cursor Cross to move down the menu until you hear “Save as” 


and then press “Enter”


7.  Type in the file name desired (DO NOT PRESS ENTER YET)


a. No contractions


b. No punctuation


8.   Tab (dots 4-5 chord) to the next option which is “Folder”


9.  Tab gain to the next option “File Type”


a. Use the cursor cross up and down to make sure the file type is 


text (txt)


10.   Tab again to the next option “File Location”


a. Use the cursor cross up and down to make sure the location is 


“main memory”
11.  Tab again to hear “OK”


12.  Press “Enter” and the file is now saved


13.  Press F1 until you reach the Today Screen

C.  Guided Practice with repetition: repeat these steps three more with fading prompts--as time allows.

Independent Practice: Students will complete a minimum of 1 assignment each week on the PAC mate using these skills, during the period of time between technology lessons.

Summary: 


A.  Learned how to open, write and save an FS Edit file on the PAC mate

B.  Importance of this lesson is to learn the skills that will eventually allow the use 

of the PAC mate to complete all school work except Math.


C.  Once we have finished this lesson, we will learn how to synchronize with the 


computer and print work.
